 metallic “gick, gick, gick” like 

the sound of small rocks be-

ing struck together rapidly 

 

Green Frog 

(2.5 - 3.5”) 

  

banjo string 

 

 

Chorus Frog 

(.75 -1.5”) 

 2 second vibrating “prrreep”, 

like running a fingernail over 

the small teeth of a pocket 

comb, with a rise at end 

 

American Toad 

(2 - 3.5”) 

  

musical trill lasting up to 30 

seconds
